· Mixed feed includes but is not limited to starter, grower 1, grower 2, finisher and hospital diets.

· Load sizes range from full load, 75 %, 50 % to 25 %.

· The specific outcomes reflected in this standard should be performed without direct supervision but with access to feedlot bunker location chart, tractor operating instructions.
